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I am happy to report that the Paterson UEZ has welcomed approximately 39 
new business members into the Urban Enterprise Zone family since April our last 

Newsletter.

As of October 1, 2008 the UEZ is reporting to the Department of Consumer Aff airs 
(DCA) in Trenton.  The Economic Development Authority (EDA) Chairs the UEZ 
Authority meetings (Trenton) for project proposals; so it now appears we have the 
best of both worlds.   

In the last Newsletter, my message stated that legislation has changed to allow 
businesses with gross sales up to 3 million dollars to claim tax exemption at the point 
of sale for allowable items.  It recently has been reported that legislation once again 
is on the Senate fl oor that may increase the 3 million dollars to 7 million dollars.  We 
are still holding out hope that the program may return back to its original format 
whereby all UEZ member businesses can take the exemption at the point of sale.  For 
now, the ceiling remains at 3 million however; all member businesses are entitled 
to the tax exemption benefi t whether it is taken by rebate or at the point of sale.  If 
you need additional information on the criteria for the tax exemption, please call 
the UEZ offi  ces.

The installation of the decorative “Victorian” poles along Memorial, Ellison, West 
Broadway and Broadway is completed.   We are currently in the process of presenting 
another proposal for the decorative poles to be installed around “Center City” along 
Ward Street, and the remainder of Broadway to 33rd Street.  Decorative Luminaries 
will be installed on the wooden poles on 21st Avenue and Union Avenue.  The wooden 
poles cannot be removed and replaced because of the overhead wires however; that 
won’t stop the UEZ from beautifying the poles with decorative Luminaries.    

We have been very busy during this past summer preparing for other projects which 
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Message from the UEZ Director

includes a new ad to air on Cablevision and ComCast  which 
will kick off  the holiday shopping season. In addition, we are 
compiling data for the production and printing of a UEZ 2009 
weekly planner.   Every member business will be receiving a 
copy, so make sure you look for it in the mail sometime in early 
December.  In the early spring of 2009 we will all begin to see 
“solar” street signs at our major intersections.   Thanks to the 
City of Paterson’s administration, Paterson is the fi rst Urban 
Enterprise Zone to propose “solar” street signs and I am certain 
other UEZ’s will want to follow our lead.  In keeping with the 
“green” theme, Paterson will also experience solar way-fi nding 
signs by the summer of 2009. The decorative “Victorian” 
benches are in the process of being installed along Main 
Street and the “Victorian” bus shelters are not far behind.  Trash 
receptacles will also begin to be installed along Main Street 
within the next several weeks.   A vendor has been selected 
for the manufacture of the large planters that will be placed 
in our downtown shopping district.  We are in the process of 
selecting colors and a personal label that will tie in best with 
the streetscape.  The large planters will hold trees that will be 
lit with “solar” panels.   

The Kiosks and Clock have been delivered; however, we have 
experienced some issues with the underground vaults on Main 
Street and which has unfortunately delayed the installation.  
After our city engineer and contractors reviewed the situation, 
it appears we can move forward shortly.  

A project proposal is in the process of being submitted 
to Trenton for decorative street stamping at our major 
intersections.  Some of you may have seen the “brick” look at 
the crosswalks in front of City Hall. The UEZ will be looking to 
install them at other intersections around town.   Finally, we 
will be looking to do an Economic Development Study for the 
business districts throughout Paterson.   

Currently the UEZ is in the process of preparing the “Paterson” 
exhibit for the League of Municipalities.  The League of 
Municipalities is one of the largest municipal conventions held 
every year at the Atlantic City Convention Center.  This venue 

allows the Mayor and City Council Members the opportunity 
to promote our fi ne city.  Developers and businesses alike that 
are looking to either relocate to Paterson or to help redevelop 
Paterson get a better idea of what Paterson is all about by 
meeting our leaders personally.  It is a unique opportunity 
to network with other cities and vendors and to share ideas.  
Anyone who has the opportunity to attend should not miss 
this convention…..it is a good one!

We are still working on the zone expansion.  The consultant is 
still checking all the areas that we requested for expansion and 
as soon as that is complete, we will fi le the application with 
Trenton.  We will keep you posted. 

The “Home Depot” opened in July and we welcome them to the 
zone.  It was a long time coming but patience prevailed.  The 
store is fantastic and if you haven’t already visited them, make 
it a point to stop by and browse.  The UEZ is thrilled to have 
them in Paterson and in the zone.  They have hired many of our 
residents which has been a great help to our City.  They have 
a great location on Route 20 near the Fairlawn and Hawthorne 
borders! 

We continue to off er matching grants, so if your business is 
looking to improve your façade, or if you are looking for new 
sidewalks, call our offi  ce……we can help.  Remember there are 
no fees involved in becoming a UEZ certifi ed member.  We also 
off er a revolving loan program with excellent rates. 

Once again, the Urban Enterprise Zone has been busy and that 
is the way we like it!   We encourage all businesses to contact 
the Paterson UEZ with any questions you may have about our 
programs, applications or forms.  We are here to serve you!

The Urban Enterprise Zone (UEZ) is a 
state-designated program to alleviate 
unemployment in approximately 37 
municipalities throughout the state 
of New Jersey.  The City of Paterson 
was designated as an Urban Enterprise 
Zonein 1994 and plays a vital role in the 
restoration of Paterson.   The sales tax 
collected in Paterson has provided the UEZ
with the funds to administer 63 economic 
development projects. The following list 
is just an example of the programs and 
projects which off er a great number of 
advantages to UEZ members:

Paterson retains it’s 

proud history and is making a true 
“silk to silicon” transformation. Central to 

this revitalization is the UEZ Program, enabling 
UEZ retail members to charge 3½ % sales tax giving 

them a competitive edge over other businesses. All UEZ 
business members however, benefi t from the tax exemption 

allowed for operating supplies.    100% exemption from the NJ 
State Sales and Use Tax for the purchase of all tangible property 
(excluding motor vehicles) includes the following:

The Business Improvement Grant 
Program is available for all 
commercial and mixed commercial 

use properties with the Paterson UEZ 
boundaries, excluding Main Street. 
Business and property owners are eligible 
for a 50% matching grant up to $35,000 
per business. Qualifi ed improvements 
include  minor  improvements of lower 
and upper facades; rehabilitation of 
historic details; signage; awnings; light-
ing; security gates, fencing and 
landscaping.  All restoration, rehabilita-
tion and new construction projects must 
conform to the UEZ Façade Improvement 
Guidelines as well as the Department of 
Interior Standards of Rehabilitation.

Business Improvement Grants

Calvary Baptist Family Life Center
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The Main Street Façade Program is eligible for all commercial and mixed use properties 
with frontage on Main Street, from Crooks Avenue to Memorial Drive. All property 
and business owners are eligible for a 50% matching grant up to $50,000 per building. 

Qualifi ed improvements include major repairs and improvements to storefronts and upper 
faces; rehabilitation of historic details; signage; awnings; lighting; security gates; fencing 

and landscaping.  A full block of applicants will 
receive a 70% matching grant, up to $50,000 per 
business.  All restoration, rehabilitation and new 
construction projects must conform to the UEZ Façade 
Improvement Guidelines as well as the Department 
of Interior Standards for Rehabilitation. 

Main Street Façade Program

The Sidewalk Matching Grant is available to UEZ certified businesses with the UUrban 
Enterprise Zone. Businesses wishing to participate in the program will be required to 
obtain three (3) proposals for sidewalk repair and complete the necessary paperwork 

with the City Engineering Division. The maximum grant amount is $10,000 per qualified 
business. The qualified business will match dollar for dollar the amount up to $10,000 for the 
repair of their sidewalk. Each business can only apply once for this matching grant. Some of 
the businesses that have recently benefited from this grant are:

Sidewalk Matching Grants

The Revolving Loan Program was created for qualifi ed Urban Enterprise Zone businesses 
to provide the fi nancing necessary to promote economic growth with the City of 
Paterson.  The loans are available to qualifi ed UEZ certifi ed businesses that are located 

within the Urban Enterprise Zone.The UEZ Loan program makes additional fi nancing available 
for projects that might not otherwise be fi nanced through a private bank. The Revolving 
Loan Program also allows resident businesses to save money on the cost of their debt, 
thereby allowing more money to be reinvested in the business’ expansion and creation of 
additional jobs.
